This is a summary of how our school delivers music education to all our children across three areas 

– curriculum music, co-curricular provision and musical experiences – and what changes we are 

planning in future years. This information is to help children and parents or carers understand 

what                        our school offers and who we work with to support our children’s music education. 

 
 

Part A: Curriculum music 
This is about what we teach in lesson time, how much time is spent teaching music and any music 
qualifications or awards that children can achieve. 

 

Our music curriculum is based on Shropshire Music Service Progression of skills. KS1 and KS2 lessons are 

taught weekly and are a minimum of 40 mins. Children in KS1 and KS2 also have a 15-minute singing 

worship every week. Music is planned into our EYFS provision. Music in EYFS and KS1 is taught by class 

teachers and in KS2 by a music specialist. Teaching is supported by specialist planning. Music is taught 

from EYFS to Year 6 which ensures consistency and progression.  

Children in years 3 learn an instrument as a whole-class ensemble taught by our music specialist from 

Shropshire Music Service.  
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 Part B: Extra-curricular music 

This is about opportunities for children to sing and play music, outside of lesson time, including 

choirs, ensembles and bands, and how children can make progress in music beyond the core 

curriculum. 

 
At Prees C E Primary School, we currently offer individual and small-group lessons on guitar and piano 

through Shropshire Music Service and piano and singing lessons through a private tutor. These 

lessons take place within school. 

We have a thriving Choir who meet after school or at lunchtimes at various times of the year. 

Individual and small group lessons are funded by parents, however for those children who are Pupil 

Premium, these lessons can be funded by the Pupil Premium provision. 

We work closely with Shropshire Music Service to ensure we can offer the best possible music
