Attendance 

At Prees C.E. Primary School, we continually focus on the importance of attendance and punctuality to 
ensure that your child has the best possible start in life.  Attendance has a direct link to attainment; 
there is clear evidence that poor attendance has a very negative impact on children’s learning and       

progress at school.   If a child is not in school regularly, they are not fully accessing the curriculum and 
learning opportunities available to them.                                                                                                                              

Children are required to attend school for 190 days each year.                                                                  
There are 175 days for holidays and other activities.                                                                           
We expect attendance rates to be 96% and above.  

Attending school every day equates to 100% attendance. 

We believe that ‘Every Minute Counts!’  When a child arrives late at school, they miss teacher                                
instructions and lesson time; and their learning begins to suffer.  Children also feel embarrassed at                

having to enter the classroom late. This can seriously disadvantage children and disrupt the learning of 
others.

School WhatsApp groups 

 

Are you part of a parent WhatsApp group at your child’s school? These 

groups can be useful for sharing information and reminders, but it is 

important to use them thoughtfully. Here are some tips on how we can 

ensure they remain positive and respectful: 

       Be considerate –we know messages can sometimes be               

misinterpreted so carefully think about what you share. These 

groups should not be used to share criticisms of the school, 

staff or other parents and children. Any concerns should       

always be discussed with the school directly. 

Don’t spread rumours – avoid sharing any gossip within the group. 

Protect privacy - do not share photos or videos of other children. 

Think before you send – be mindful of the time and if the message 

necessary for everyone. 

 

Our children watch how we communicate, so let’s model healthy, online communication to them. 

 

WhatsApp Channels 
 

Users should be at least 13 years old to use WhatsApp. If your child is us-

ing WhatsApp, then you should be aware of WhatsApp Channels. Channels 

are a one-way broadcast tool used by companies and individuals to send 

updates to followers. WhatsApp Channels can be found on the Updates 

tab. From here you can view a whole host of channels, including channels 

that will not be age   appropriate and may include adult content. 

 

You cannot switch off access to channels and there is no age rating asso-

ciated with the channels so you would have to access them to know what 

the content truly is.
